The 6th Annual Fishers Renaissance Faire will be Saturday, October 2 and Sunday, October 3, 2010 on
the grounds of historic Conner Prairie, 13400 Allisonville Road, Fishers (IN), rain or shine.

"For the past five years, the Fishers Renaissance Faire has brought chivalry, romance and the spirit of
the "Golden Age" of Renaissance Europe alive for residents and visitors to Fishers.   This year's theme is
