2. Performing: Composition Competition, Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra

The 42nd Contemporary Music Festival, sponsored by the Indiana State University Department of
Music, proudly announces the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra Composition Competition.
Submitted compositions will be judged by a screening panel chosen by the Indianapolis Chamber
Orchestra. The Festival is scheduled for November 12-14, 2008. The Indiana State University
Contemporary Music Festival/Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra Composition Competition was
established to recognize outstanding composers of orchestral music. In addition to a monetary
prize, the composer receiving first place will be invited to attend a performance of the winning
composition by the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra as part of the Festival's activities. The winner
also will be invited to speak at the Festival on a topic relating to his or her music. Other guests
featured at the three-day Festival include the Principal Guest Composer, Dan Locklair, guest
scholars, composers participating in the Music Now concert, and the Guest Chamber Ensemble.
Since its beginning, more than 200 established and emerging composers—including seventeen
winners of the Pulitzer Prize and five winners of the Grawemeyer Award—have participated in the
Festival.

Contest Guidelines

Cash Prizes:

First Place - $2,000

Second Place - $1,000

Eligibility:

Contestants must be citizens or legal residents of the United States. Winners of the competition
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within the last five years are not eligible.

Instrumentation:

Standard chamber orchestra scoring or less (2[pic]2[Eh]22, 2220, timpani, 2 percussion,
keyboard, harp, and strings). Condensed scores and scores that include soloists or extra
instruments will not be considered.

Length:

Compositions may not exceed 15 minutes in length.

Materials for Submission:

A composer may send one score with a corresponding recording (MIDI realizations are
acceptable). Large, neat, proofread parts must be available upon request. The composer’'s name
may not appear on the submitted materials. A sealed envelope containing the composer’s
name, address, phone number, and e-mail address should be attached to the score. A summary
of the necessary instrumentation and an accurate timing should be included with the entry.

Fee:

There is a non-returnable entry fee of $20 U.S. currency per entry. Make checks payable to the
Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra.

Judging:

A panel of judges will be chosen by the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra. Each judge will be a
performing instrumentalist, conductor, or composer and each will evaluate all scores separately
and make a short list of works to be considered further. The judges will then meet with the Music
Director of the Indianapolis Chamber Orchestra where the short list of works will be discussed
and a final decision made. The judges will not make available any written or verbal commentary.

All scores must be received by May 15, 2008. Winners will be announced by August 15, 2008.

Lt. Governor Becky Skillman and the Indiana Arts Commission recently announced the launch of
the Indiana Artisan Development Project (IADP), which will support and promote Hoosier artisans
and handmade products. The project is a joint venture between the Indiana Office of Community
and Rural Affairs (OCRA), the Indiana Office of Tourism Development, and the Indiana State
Department of Agriculture, all under the leadership of Lt. Governor Skillman, and the Indiana Arts
Commission. “Indiana is home to hundreds of talented artisans and boasts a variety of unique
handmade products,” said Lt. Governor Skillman. “Governor Daniels and | are committed to
supporting Hoosier entrepreneurs and promoting Indiana-made products. This project provides a
unigue opportunity to enhance the entrepreneurial culture that has been created in Indiana and
attract visitors to our state.” The Indiana Artisan Development Project will develop a brand that
gives meaning and recognition to Indiana-made goods. To accomplish that, the IADP will;

promote handcrafted and value-added food products made in Indiana, telling the stories of

local artisans who produce them;

encourage artisans to leverage the IADP logo and branding;

provide access to entrepreneurial support and technical assistance;

provide Internet representation via the IADP website and online directory;

help artisans increase revenue and market growth through trade shows, retail displays and

outlets, other distribution channels, and collaborative promotion efforts;

provide grant funding for artisan business development education and networking

opportunities; and

aid and promote local efforts to develop artisan-related, tourism-focused trail development

throughout the state.

Artisan participants are being sought now for inclusion in the program’s adjudication process.
Participants include any artisan who, or business that:

produces a arts product that can be purchased and taken by, or shipped to, the buyer;

creates works/products that contribute to the reputation of the artisan’s business and to the
brand development of quality Indiana-made/produced arts and food;

desires their art, craft or product to be part of a set of locally produced goods branded as
made in Indiana and carried in retail outlets, as well as sold via the Internet;

would benefit from entrepreneurial support in the form of education, workshops, and on-
site assessment; and

will participate in locally developed artisan trails promoted to in- and out-of-state travelers
interested in place-based arts experiences.
